           By the time you receive this newsletter and have an opportunity to read this article Easter will have come and gone.  I pray that this Lenten season and Easter celebration has been a blessing to all of you.  Each year I embark upon this journey hoping to gain new insights on how I can serve my Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, seeking to draw closer to God and grow as a person, Pastor, and disciple.  By the time Resurrection Sunday comes I am ready for the celebration and ready to move forward in my faith, and with the work of the church.


My fear, as your pastor is that Easter comes and goes, the celebration is not fully experienced, many miss the point, the excitement and glory of what Resurrection truly means. And all to soon we return to the normal routines of church and life.  We seem, many times, unfazed by all that we have celebrated, witnessed, and heard proclaimed.  It’s spring, the whether is getting nice and all of us have a little bit of spring fever, so naturally we feel drawn to other interests but to truly know Christ we can never put our faith on hold.


This brings me to a very important question, a question that I must continually ask because it is of the utmost importance.  Do you truly know Jesus Christ?  If not, don’t wait until it’s to late.  Let me illustrate what I mean with a story I recently read.


In 1986, a woman living in San Antonio, Texas, was diagnosed as having the AIDS virus after she received an infected blood transfusion.  Eight years later, she took another AIDS test with a false name and discovered that a terrible mistake had been made and that she had never had the virus.  This might have made her happy.  But during those eight years, she had spent much time, energy, and money on cures.  She was subjected to the terrible and exhausting side effects of drugs which were never necessary and, as an outgrowth of this, she watched her two sons’ fear and despair turn into anger and their change from rage to alienation and finally to desertion.  She heard the good news too late.


Jesus died to give us the good news.  We had the virus of sin.  His death took away sin’s power to harm us.  But when we do not accept that good news, we behave, much like the woman whose story I just told.  We spend all of this energy trying to achieve immortality or happiness or just peace while we are laboring under this heavy load which Jesus died to remove from us.  It sometimes seems that we are desperate to keep the load of our sin, as if that sin makes us who we are more than the positive aspects of our personalities, as though we want to hang onto the very thing that makes us sick.  In so doing, we reject the one thing that will make us well. 


The most important mission that God has placed before us is the ministry of reconciliation.  God seeks the lost and He has placed us, all of us in this place, at this time, to show people the way to be reconciled to God through Jesus Christ.  In order for us to do this we must be sure that we are truly following Jesus.  We must examine ourselves and ask everyday, do we love Jesus?  Every Lord’s Day, every Sunday should be a celebration of Christ’s resurrection.  We should be just as excited to worship God every week as we are on Easter.

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In presidential terms we owe the National Day of Prayer to Harry Truman and Ronald Reagan. Truman signed the day into law in 1952, and Reagan amended the law in 1988 to state the day would be observed the first Thursday in May. In theological terms we owe the National Day of Prayer to God, who invites our prayers no more on this day than any other with which we are gifted. This is a day that has been named in a special way in our national life, so when we attend to our prayers today, it’s worth noting the example of prayer given to us by Peter in Acts 11:1–18. 

The whole passage is set in the context of a larger debate about circumcision and dietary laws as markers of group identity for the newly forming Christian community. It is a text, therefore, that examines who belongs, who doesn’t, and why. Peter is praying in the city of Joppa when he has a vision of a sheet full of fowl and fuzzy creatures. God tells him to eat. Peter protests he has never eaten anything unclean. He is answered, “What God has made clean, you must not call profane.” 

Occasionally, our National Day of Prayer can also turn into a debate about who belongs, who doesn’t, and why. This has been especially apparent in recent years in discussions about what prayer traditions are either welcome or privileged on the National Day of Prayer. 

In the book of Acts, the Spirit intervenes to tell Peter he is “not to make a distinction between them and us.” Prayer opens Peter to acceptance of a new way. Like Peter we may protest; however, we are instructed by Peter’s example not to enter into prayer in a spirit of judgment, but rather in openness to the refreshing, reforming power of God. 

On this National Day of Prayer, as well as on each day of our prayer lives, we must be prepared to be surprised even as we seek to be faithful. —Joel F. Hanisek, member, Lake Hills Presbyterian Church, Knoxville, Tennessee
